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Representing the Parent Forum and supporting the school
AGM Report 2015/16
· Meetings:
The PC meets approximately twice a term to discuss matters ranging from fundraising, building refurbishment, education, attainment, additional support for learning, road safety, uniform, healthy eating policy, playground improvements, issues raised by parents, etc.
· Representation / Other bodies:
Members have represented us by attending courses & conferences eg. SPTC Training, the Glasgow Parent Council Forum, National Parent Council Forum and GCC ASL Parent Forum and feeding back relevant information.

· Discussion re. School Lunches with Cordia:
Parental concerns regarding quality, lack of choice, wasteage, food running out at lunch time & portion sizes were discussed with two representatives from Cordia in February. As a result, Cordia arranged an immediate audit on the kitchen and more varied vegetarian options have been made available. 

· Healthy Eating Policy: 

The PC totally support school's healthy eating policy and advocate healthy snacks & NO sweets in school.

· ASN Parent Group set up: 
An informal parent support group for those with children with additional support needs was set up in March to share information. NB: Next meeting 7 December 2016.
· Fundraising:
- The Spring Fayre & GMC Craft Bomb: though small-scale (due to the refurb) together raised approx £1000 for Digital Resources in school. We plan to supplement this through further funding applications to aim to get digital cameras and tablets for use in class. 
- Other events: Halloween Disco, Christmas Crafts & Tea/Coffee at Christmas assemblies, Tesco bucket collections etc. all raised money for playground equipment, party funds & digital resources.
- Easyfundraising: We continue to have an account with Easyfundraising, so parents, family & supporters can raise money for the playground project whenever they shop online at absolutely no cost to them. <www.easyfundraising.org.uk/garnetbankspc>

- Playground plans:

PC plan to submit funding applications for larger items after the playground resurface, which is scheduled as part of the school's refurbishment. Frustratingly this has been significantly delayed due to the refurbishment timetable, beyond our control. 
· Appointment of new Head Teacher:

In May 5 x PC members attended GCC training to appoint a Head Teacher. 3 then formed part of the interview panel, asking PC devised questions at June interview. Mrs Linda Reed was appointed by the panel, which also included another Head teacher, a GCC Education Officer & a Glasgow City Councillor
