Dear Parent/ Carer,

The following is a brief summary of the work that we will cover between now and March;
	Mathematics: 

Primary 6 will continue to develop their maths skills, using all four operations. We are building on strategies that we have learned previously to solve multiplication problems and are now focusing on different strategies for division, both written and mental. Following this we will be learning about negative numbers. Beyond number, we will be learning about co-ordinates. 
As before, work will be differentiated and consolidated using textbooks. A variety of active maths tasks will be used to engage and help understanding. 
	Language:

Reading:

Home reading books will be given out throughout the term. These books will be used in class literature circles, where students will be given a variety of tasks to improve their comprehension. 
Writing:

We will be focusing on short stories this term, building on the work we did looking at character and setting in Term 1. 
Talking and Listening:

There will be daily opportunities for peer talking and listening. Talking and listening skills will be developed through our drama activities this term, as well as dedicated Talking and Listening lessons taken by Mrs Simpson.  


	Social Studies, Science and Technology: 

Social Studies Topic: For the beginning of this term, we will be finishing our World War 1 topic. In February, the children will be pursuing the John Muir Way award – more information of this exciting opportunity will follow! 
Science: The class will be learning about biological systems, such as the digestive system and the respiratory system. This will be closely linked to our Health and Well Being work.  
	Homework: 

The children will be given homework tasks each week, including a spelling and a maths task. Spelling words will be sent home on a Tuesday, and all homework is due the following Monday. The children are expected to read at least three chapters of their class reading book each week – this will enable them to fully participate in literature circles. Please ensure your child has their reading book in their bag each day, as we do not have spare copies in class.
Please continue to encourage your child to make time for reading for pleasure. As before, they are welcome to borrow books from our class library. 

	Expressive arts: The focus will be on art, where the children will learn a range of artistic techniques as well as develop their creativity. 

	HWB: PE- Physical Education will be every Thursday, and both girls and boys will be continuing swimming this term. Participation is compulsory so please send a note if your child is unable to participate. 
Physical and emotional health- We will be looking at the effect of different substances on our body, including tobacco and alcohol, and supporting the future choices that children will have to make.
	French:
Miss Russell will continue to take the class for French every Thursday. The class are learning more French grammar as well as developing their vocabulary to do with school life. 
RE: This term we will be focused on learning more about Islam.
